Street light No 9 on  Church Lane, KBC waiting for a part to repair it. Numbers will not be replaced on lamp posts as after the unitary status in April 2021, they will all be replaced with new numbering.

Cllr Barnwell will replace missing numbers.  
Cransley to Broughton pavement. Thanks received from individuals for the clearing. More clearing on Sunday 5th April, 10am -noon. Volunteers welcome – bring shovel and reflective jacket if possible. Contact Cllr. Burton . Details to go in the Chronicle. Broughton PC to be contacted again re this project. Graffiti on the bridge to be cleared.
Road Drains. Those on Church Lane now working. Drainline said the drain near No 23 Loddington Rd had no outlet. GCPC has not received a report as yet but the problem is bad. 
Rubbish at junction of Eagle Lane and Northfield |Rd.  Cllr Laker suggested GCPC ask for a bin at this point as there is always rubbish from cars parked at this area. Mrs Lacy will look into this.
Footpath near PC noticeboard. The trees at the side need to be trimmed, Cllr Burton has had no reply from requests made and it was decided that GCPC would do this themselves..

Cllr. Laker has asked that people hiring the village hall should be asked to park considerately. On March 8th the pavement was completely blocked.  This will be discussed at the next Committee meeting.
