GCPC was awarded £1114 to set up a website and purchase a laptop and associated items. This fund was put into the Treasurers Account and when the mouse and mat etc. for the laptop are bought, the remaining approx. £500 from the fund will be transferred to the project account, ringfenced and held for possible purchase of scanner and printer when required.

17.159.9. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
Cllr Barnwell’s contact from the Heartbeat Trust, Martin Render, suggested that his colleague Martin Fagan would give advice to GCPC. It would be preferred if GCPC could find other PC’s  in the area which would be interested in hearing advice at a meeting. Mrs Lacy had contacted David Pope who agreed he could email local PC’s. Cllr. Barnwell will discuss with David Pope the message to be sent. 
17.160.10 POLICE/NW
Next meeting with Stephen Mold:- 29th March- No Cllr. free to attend.
Crime in KBC area:- Reports of crime in Kettering Borough received- none in Cransley Parish .  

Message Alert System :- This is a free alert system for anyone to sign up to, after which they will receive alerts, keeping them up to date on crime and issues relevant to them. Some Cllrs have signed up for this. 
17.161.11. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
Street Lighting update – Church Lane Columns No 2 & 3 & possibly 1. Mrs Lacy discussed these with KBC re her email to them previously. Three Victorian Type lanterns had been ordered, as part of the problem had been faulty wiring.  The parts were expected to arrive shortly, and when fitted 
There should be no more problems. It was reported that the light near the stone bus shelter is not working
Tree growth obstruction of street  lights No 3 in Church Lane and adjacent to No 21 Loddington Rd. As part of the above, KBC have reported this to NCC Highways and GCPC will be kept informed. 
Footpath maps:- Cllr Barnwell has discussed the problem with Cllr Hakewill who says there should be no problem in obtaining these for Cllrs. Mrs Lacy will contact the ROW again, All Cllrs wished for a copy of the most recent map.
Grass cutting:- KBC agreed to send a plan of all  the areas they cut, but this has not been received as yet.
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17.162.12 CVHMC MEETING
Cllr Barnwell said he is the GCPC representative on the committee but he was unable to attend many meetings. He hoped that a Cllr. might become a permanent member of the committee. All appears to be satisfactory at the village hall.

17.163.13. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Mrs Lacy asked that the result of the village questionnaire be emailed to her so KBC- Andrew Needham  and Cllr Hakewill who are both willing to discuss the way forward, could both have copies. Cllr Whalley will ask Robyn to forward this. GCPC said it would like them both to attend the next PC meeting on March 8th. Mrs Lacy will try to arrange this.
17.164.14 PARISH PLAN- SCULPTURE AND WAR MEMORIAL

Sculpture:- Cllr.D Whalley has received notification that the bronze plaque is completed and will be delivered to him by arrangement. Cllr. Whalley will then contact the stone mason to discuss the plinth on which the plaque will be fixed. Mrs Lacy gave Cllr. Whalley the details from NCC Highways to discuss with Darren Tebbutt the stone mason, these refer to fixing the plinth into the ground.

Cllrs Barnwll and Whalley attended. The MP P Hollowbone said there should be more work done by Parish Councils in the future. Cllr Barnwell asked if there would be any finance to help with this. The MP said that the problems of NCC are largely caused by illegal immigrants and the elderly who the NCC is legally obliged to care for but for which NCC receives no extra finance.

17.24.17. INFORMATION FROM COUNCILLORS 
Cransley Church Clock:- The clock is working but chimes need to be repaired. It is not known how much this will cost. Cllr Barnwell pointed out that Parish Councils are allowed to help with this finance should it become necessary. 
Honorary Freedoms:- Under a 1972 Act, Parish Councils can award these. Mawsley PC has given Cllr Bob Littler the Hon Freedom of Mawsley for all the work he has done on the Parish Council  since Mawsley came into being.  

Church Lane Wall:-A corner of the wall alongside the pavement in Church Lane has stones out of place and is thought to be coming more dangerous. Mrs Lacy to contact the owner.
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Lights:- The light near the stone bus shelter is not working.
Speed Camera:- on Broughton Hill is not working
Street Party:- It has been suggested that Great Cransley holds a street party on 19th May, the day of the Royal Wedding. Possible venues were discussed. Cllr Bussey will make further enquiries.
